
This weekend every parish 

and faith community in our 
diocese begins a four week 

discussion of the Parts of the 
Mass.  Bishop Clark has 
asked us to do this as part 

of our preparation for the 
introduction of the new  

English translation of the 
Roman Missal, our book of 
liturgical prayer, during   

Advent of 2011.  This new 
Missal, now made official by 

Pope Benedict, is the result 
of many years of work to 
more accurately translate 

the Latin prayers of our    

liturgy into English. 

The best way to prepare for 
any change in our life is to 

grow in our understanding.  
Through these four  
weekends of February, we 

will preach about the  
Introductory Rites (this 

weekend), the Liturgy of the 
Word; the Liturgy of the 
Eucharist, and finally,  

Blessing and Dismissal to 
Live a Eucharistic Life.  Later 

in the year, homilists will 
talk about the Trinitarian  
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nature of our liturgical prayer 

and the Eucharist as the  
center, source and summit of 

Christian life. 

As we begin this discussion of 
our Catholic Liturgical Life, I‘d 

invite you to consider the  
rituals and traditions of your 

own family life. Having just 
finished the Christmas  
season, I suspect we‘re all 

very conscious of our unique 
family customs, while at the 

same time recognize that  
sometimes things change. I‘m 
very aware of how my 

mother‘s death last winter has 
changed my family‘s holiday 

celebrations.  Newlyweds 
often speak of changing    

family traditions.  A new baby 
brings great change to every 

family. 

Growth, transition and change 
are a constant part of all of 

our lives.  We adapt to our 
changing family traditions  
because we understand the 

deeper reality of the  
unchanging reality of family 

love.  As a Church, we  

continue to mature and 

change even after 2000 
years of life as a family of 

faith.  We recognize the  
unchanging reality of God‘s 
love and the presence of 

Christ in our midst.  As a 
Catholic  

Community we recognize the 
Eucharist as the ―source and 

summit‖ of the life we share. 

As we continue our journey 
of faith, we realize that our 

walk with the Lord offers us 
the opportunity for an ever-
deepening relationship with 

Christ.  We embrace this 
journey with confidence in 

God‘s grace that guides our
